Maloy Ministry Moments

November 2022

Amina*, a mother of two small children and one
of almost 700,000 Syrian refugees, had little
money and almost no food left. Her husband, a
citizen of her host country, was fired from his job
and had told Amina that he needed to go and find
work. But as the days turned into weeks, she
realized he wasn’t coming back. Feeling
desperate, she turned to the local Nazarene
church after hearing they'd been helping other
Syrian refugees. The church’s pastor agreed to
help her, each time delivering the aid personally
(along with a few women from the church) and
checking to make sure she and her family were
ok. A few weeks later, out of nowhere, her father-
in-law showed up and took the children, assuming
she couldn’t feed them and would brook no
argument. She was devastated. She reached out
to the pastor, who visited the grandfather on her
behalf, but to no avail. He then offered to take her
case to the local authorities. First, they visited the
grandfather's home and heard his concerns, then
they went to Amina’s house. Instead of empty
cupboards, they found ample food and clothing
provided by Unto and distributed by the church.
This church continues to care for Amina and her
family while also sharing with her the Gospel of
Jesus Christ. As to my knowledge, she is still not
a believer, but her children have been attending
Sunday school and have professed belief. Please
pray for Amina to also turn to Christ!

My trip to this Middle Eastern country was my
first in my new role with Unto. | was so
encouraged to break bread with Cru staff brothers
and sisters on-the-ground and their church
partners, and to hear their stories of how God has
been using the critical aid provided by Unto to
open doors for ministry. Thank you so much for
enabling me to coordinate the humanitarian aid
that’s giving these staff and church partners the
access and credibility necessary to share the
Gospel in some of the toughest places on earth!
